10. If you turn on the portable heater, it may blow a fuse and all the lights go out.   The fuse box is in the room with my desk.  Push the button that is off to reset .
11. The light switch for the stairs—turns off at top of stairs to turn off both top and bottom lights.
12. Please come watch a DVD or TV with us or play a game.
